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The graph below is constructed differently from all those above.  It shows what combinations of types of sailing members would like to do.  For example, the left hand column in the graph shows that 21 club members wanted to do Racing, Casaul Sailing at Tamar and Cruising away from the Lake – answering ‘Definitely Yes’ or ‘Probably Yes’ to at least one of the questions in each of these three categories.
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
